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What is Web 2.0?

ÅWeb 2.0 is NOT a technology.

ÅWeb 2.0 is a concept:

ïRefers to a perceived second generation of web development 

and design, that facilitates communication, secure information 

sharing, interoperability, and collaboration on the World Wide 

Web. 

ÅIn short:

ïWeb 2.0 tells you sharing is important! You are the content 

viewer as well as the content provider!
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Characteristics of Web 2.0 Sites

ÅFor the sites based on Web 2.0 concept:

ïThey must:

ÅAllow users to do more than just retrieve information.

ïThey may:

ÅAllow users to own the data and exercise control over that data

ïE.g. YouTube, Picasaé

ÅEncourages users to add value to the application as they use it

ïE.g. Facebook, é

ÅAllow users to run software-applications entirely through a browser

ïE.g. Meebo, rapidshare, é

ïSemantically valid XHTML and HTML mark-up

ïTools to support/publish user-generated content

ïSyndication, aggregation and notification of data in RSS
